The Reverend Thelma Barber as the Mayor’s chaplain held the prayers at the start of the meeting.

247. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

No apologies were received.
248. PRESENTATION BY SUPERINTENDENT LEWIS CONCERNING CRIME AND DISORDER IN PEMBROKE DOCK
Superintendent Lewis spoke of how recorded crime in Pembrokeshire was down by 8.9% and detections had increased by 4.9%. Within Pembroke Dock recorded crime is down by 6.8% and figures  showed that 547 out of 1272 crimes were detected. Also the figures show that in Pembrokeshire the chances of being a victim of crime are one of the lowest in the country.

Total crime was reduced by 495  and 2165 out of 5067 reported crimes were detected.

Overall there are now 11 PC’s 19, PCSO’s all supported by neighbourhood officers in each section.

PCSO’S are able to issue fixed penalty tickets for:-

Cycling on the Footpath

Dog Fouling

Dog Control Offences

Throwing Fireworks

Confiscate of alcohol and cigarettes from underage persons.

PACE road checks

There were 272 fixed penalty notices issued with 19 withdrawn for Parking Offences in Pembroke Dock.

Superintendent Lewis showed that the trend for detected crimes was holding at 43% .

Superintendent Lewis concluded by stating that the economic development of the County represents a significant increase in population  due to the LNG, MURCO, CHEVRON and the new power station  development.
Slides of Superintendent Lewis’ presentation are available from the Town Council Offices.
249. QUESTION AND ANSWER SESSION WITH MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Mrs Heather Bennett-Jones presented a petition regarding speeding in Hawkstone Road, St John’s Road and St Mary’s Road. Numerous vehicles had been damaged according to Mrs Bennett-Jones, with some near miss accidents. The corners are congested with vans which restrict vision lines and add to the risk of accidents for vehicles as well as pedestrians.
Mrs Bennett-Jones stated that she had visited most houses in these areas asking for the petition to be signed. She was asking for traffic calming measures to be put in place but not chicanes, as in Bush Street drivers can be seen trying to race through the chicanes making the situation worse. Mrs Bennett-Jones presented the petition to Councillor S Perkins for her to take to the County Council.
Councillor S Perkins agreed to take the petition and stated that she was delighted that so many people had signed it.

250. POLICY ANNOUNCEMENT BY THE TOWN CLERK

Following the last meeting of the Town Council it was brought to the attention of the Town Clerk that a member had used some form of Dictaphone to tape part of the meeting. The Town Clerk believed that a Policy announcement on this issue was required so that all members knew what the current position was . In the past when Mr Hogg was the Town Clerk with the approval of the then Council it was agreed that he could tape the meeting to assist him with the formation of minutes. Since he retired some years ago there has been no taping of meetings.
The view of the Town Clerk was as follows:

1. The taping of a meeting must be done with the full approval of the Town Council and for the sole purpose of providing accurate minutes. It should be taped by a member of staff and the tape used to assist them in providing accurate minutes and to resolve disputes when this was deemed necessary.

2. Meetings should not be taped for a personal reason without the consent of the 
Town Council. The Code of Conduct  indicated that members were obliged to ask their colleagues for approval if that were to take place.(Equality and Respect for others)

3. Anyone who taped a meeting without notifying the Town Council could have been infringing a Councillor’s or Officer’s Civil Rights in that the tape could be used for ulterior motives.



The Town Clerk had checked with The Society of Local Council Clerks Advisor for Wales that his interpretation of this matter was correct.

As the Town Clerk had served for 12 years as a Member of Dyfed Powys Magistrates Courts Committee and its predecessor body, he confirmed that the above policy was followed by them. The Town Clerk stated that he had no problem with the taping of meetings provided that it was done by officers and was for the specific purpose of aiding in the making of accurate minutes. If members believed that the current minute taking could be improved by the provision of a tape recorder then the Town Clerk would ensure that one was purchased and that individual microphones were purchased so that the sound quality was good.

Councillor D King admitted that he was the Councillor concerned in recording previous meetings. He stated that he was suffering from short term memory loss and the tapings helped him remember what had taken place in the Town Council meetings. Councillor D King stated that he had spoken the Town Clerk previously on this issue and that he did not say that he had to go to the Council to ask permission. He accepted that he may have misunderstood the situation and he apologised if that were the case.
Councillor C Gwyther stated that it was her that noticed that the recorder was on and asked Councillor D King to switch it off. She felt that Councillor D King should have been aware that permission must be sought from the meeting to record it, as he worked for the Police in the past. Councillor C Gwyther reported that she had looked at other Councils’ rules and found that the policy stated that it is only done by Officers for the benefit of accuracy of minutes. Any taping of a meeting must only be done by Officers and wiped once the minutes were accepted. Councillor C Gwyther also asked Councillor D King to bring in to the Town Council any tapes he still had in his possession so that they may be wiped by an Officer of the Council.

Councillor D King repeated that he had spoken to the Town Clerk and that he, Councillor D King, was not aware that he needed Town Council approval. He stated that Councillor R Watts and other Councillors knew about it.
Councillor C Gwyther felt that her civil liberties had been infringed, concerned that Private and Confidential matters may have been recorded and was deeply unhappy about this situation.

Councillor S Beasley commented that she had at a previous meeting noticed that Councillor D King was recording and she was unhappy about this.

The  Town Clerk stated that he did not want to enter into  an argument regarding what had or had not been said at this meeting and in what context the subject had been discussed.

Councillor K Becton stated that as the Town Council meetings were public and the press were present she had no problems with the meetings being recorded.

Councillor E Cook commented that she had noticed the recorder being used at a previous meeting and accepted that the meetings were open but still was unhappy about the recording.

Councillor S Perkins stated that she sometimes could not remember what was said at meetings so she took notes to aid her memory. She was desperately upset at the taping and felt that her human rights had been infringed and that she was surprised that Councillor D King did not know that approval would be needed by the Town Council to record meetings. She felt that a tape could be misrepresented and misused and that she was happy about the minutes produced by Town Council Officers.
Councillor D King reiterated that if he had upset anyone he apologised.

Councillor C Gwyther asked Councillor D King  if he had any recorded tapes that he should take them to the Proper Officer for the Town Council for wiping.
Councillor D King stated that he did not have any outstanding tapes.

251. MINUTES
Amendments

Councillor K Becton asked why the creation of a Personnel Sub Committee had not been progressed. She stated that there had been 3 meetings of the Town Council where she had tried to further the creation of this Sub –Committee.

The Town Clerk answered that he had assumed that the Personnel Sub Committee would be set up at the AGM in May 2009.

Councillor S Perkins supported the view of the Town Clerk.

Councillor K Becton proposed that the Personnel Sub Committee be set up immediately, the motion fell as no Councillor seconded the motion.

Minute 236 (h) Removal of the Tank
Councillor A McNaughton commented that the Tank had now been removed. The Town Clerk reported that it had been removed on the evening of 18th February by the volunteers from the Royal Tank Regiment  supported by Landmarc . Councillor M Colgan asked who would remove the plinth and the Town Clerk replied that the Highways Department were going to restore the site to its previous state before the Tank was placed on the site. He was grateful for the support from the Area Maintenance Team of the County Council.

249. CIVIC FUNCTION.

Provision arrangements have been made for the Civic Dinner to be held on Friday 8th May 2009 at the Cleddau Bridge Hotel. Members were asked to consider the list shown at Appendix A of possible invitees and to let the Town Clerk have any amendments within a week.
Councillor P George suggested that representatives of all the primary schools in Pembroke Dock are invited.

Councillor E Cook put forward that Cleddau FM representatives are asked.

Councillor K Becton expressed her dismay that the list of Councillors to be invited did not include the name of the partners and spouses and that she was upset that the names had not been included. The Town Clerk stated that this would be done.

250. THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT PARTNERSHIP SCHEME ANNUAL REPORT 2007 – 2008.

The Town Clerk placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber a copy of the final report of the above scheme. Paragraphs 4.13 to 4.15 of that report referred to increasing importance of the role of Community and Town Councils with an acceptance that there was a role for them to deliver a wider range of services in their area where they were willing to do so. Members were aware that the Town Council had responded positively to a recent enquiry from the County Council as whether we wished to work with them to identify local needs which would be more effectively delivered by Town / Community Councils.

PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

251. PEMBROKE DOCK TRAFFIC AND TRANSPORTATION STUDY.

The Town Clerk attached as Appendix B a copy of the Pembroke Dock Traffic and Transportation Study together with a copy of the report which was presented to Pembrokeshire County Council Cabinet Members on 1st September 2008 for the perusal of Members. The letter that the Town Clerk had received with this documentation asked whether the Town Council would like an officer of the County Council to attend a future meeting. The Town Clerk reported that the Appendices to the Report were not forwarded with the letter received on 18th February and he was awaiting their arrival. 

The Town Clerk stated that all the documents had been received and were available at the meeting. Members had no observations on what had been reported to the Pembrokeshire County Council Cabinet Members.
252. PEMBROKESHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL – PLAYGROUND INSPECTIONS FOR 2008/9 YEAR.

The Town Clerk had placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber a copy of the inspection report for playgrounds which were currently under the control of the County Council. The information could be of assistance when deciding on improvements on these facilities within the town and whether we wished to consider partnership arrangements with the County Council or whether we wished to negotiate taking control of such areas. Members were aware that a policy statement from the County Council on play areas was awaited.

Councillor P Gwyther commented that he was concerned that seating at the Memorial Park may just be  removed and not replaced.

Councillor S Perkins stated that she had been promised that seats would be replaced where necessary.
253. PEMBROKE POWER STATION.

Members were aware that the above project had been approved by the Secretary of State for Energy and Climate Change. The Town Clerk had received a letter from RWE npower which stated that they hope that a start on the building of the new power station was to begin shortly. The letter went on to state that the new station would create over 100 high quality long term operational jobs and provide an ongoing investment of more than £10,000,000 per year into the local economy.

254. SOUTH AREA LIAISON MEETING.

The Town Clerk had received notification from the County Council that the next meeting of this group was to take place on Tuesday 31st March 2009 at 1900hrs (7.00pm) in Meeting Room 1 at the Technium Centre, Pembroke Dock when there will be a presentation and discussion on the Pembroke Power Station project from RWE npower.

The Town Clerk asked the meeting whether any Councillor would wish to attend this meeting.

Councillors C Gwyther, M Colgan and R Watts wished to attend this meeting.

255. PEMBROKE AND PEMBROKE DOCK TOWN RIDER SERVICE.

The Town Clerk had been advised that there will be a meeting on Tuesday 3rd March 2009 at Pembroke Town Hall from 1100 to 1300hrs (11am to 1pm) to review the above service. The meeting has been organised by Pembrokeshire Association of Community Transport Organisations and Pembrokeshire County Council.  

256. WELSH ASSEMBLY GOVERNMENT LETTER – TOWN / COMMUNITY BORROWING FOR 2009/10 YEAR.

The Town Clerk assumed correctly that the Town Council did not wish to borrow money for any project in 2009/10 year. 

257. CONFIRMATION OF PATHWAY DIVERSION ORDER.

The Town Clerk had been advised by Pembrokeshire County Council that the diversion order in respect of the footpath at Hawkstone Road near to the old day centre had been confirmed.

258. EU CITIZENSHIP PROGRAMME 2007-13 FOR WELSH COMMUNITIES.

The Assembly Government and One Voice Wales have organised a conference to be held at Llandrindod Wells on Wednesday 18th March 2009 to give Town / Community Councils training on how to apply for EU funding to support Twinning Links. Having spoken to the Secretary of the Joint Twinning Committee, Mr Hugh Colley (Town Clerk of Pembroke) we believed that it was important that someone should attend. The Town Clerk formally requested approval to attend this meeting which was free of charge.

The Town Council agreed that the Town Clerk could attend this meeting.

259. WAITING RESTRICTION SIGNS WITHIN PEMBROKE DOCK.

The Town Clerk had been informed by the Pembroke Dock Civic Society that they had written to Mr John Price, Traffic Manager Pembrokeshire County Council, to complain about the inadequate road markings and signs within Pembroke Dock to enable parking restrictions to be enforced by the Traffic Warden. Members were aware that this was an issue which had been brought to the County Council’s attention for the past 4+years.
260. PLANTERS AT TESCO STORES.

The Town Clerk had received a copy of a letter from Mr R L Griffith concerning the state of the planters provided by Tesco at their store within Pembroke Dock. He had requested that these be renovated. Members hoped that Tesco would be able to effect some repair/renovation work.

The Town Council noted the comments made by the Town Council on a similar application in respect of this outbuilding made under reference 08/0125/PA (May 2008). That application was not supported by the Town Council for the following reasons – 

“The Council believes that this is overdevelopment of the land. There is poor access to the proposed property which lies to the rear of the premises. The provision of a new property at the proposed site removes the facility for off street parking for the residents of 6, Bush Street. If, however, the application is approved then the developer should be asked to make a contribution to off street parking provision elsewhere in the town for example a public long stay car park in accordance with Technical Advice Note 18 paras. 9.19 and 9.24. It is unreasonable for no off street parking to be provided in a town which is already suffering from excessive residential on street parking”. 

They also noted the comments made when the County Council refused that application on 16 June 2008 when the following reasons were given:-

1. The proposal would represent the over-development of a restricted site resulting in substandard parking and amenity areas for the proposed dwelling and the loss of any on-site parking provision for No 6, Bush Street, which consists of three independent residential units. Accordingly the proposal is contrary to Policy 46 (Settlement Boundaries), Policy 76 (Design), Policy 79 (Development in a Conservation Area) and Policy 100 (Access to Development) of the Joint Unitary Development Plan for Pembrokeshire, as well as Welsh Assembly Government, Technical Advice Note TAN 12: Design.

2. The development for site would have a detrimental effect upon the character of the Pembroke Dock Conservation Area, and would also result in overlooking and loss of privacy to neighbouring property. It is considered than an independent dwelling in this location is un-compatible with the existing character of the lane The proposal is therefore contrary to Policy 76 (Design), Policy 78 (Amenity) and Policy 79 (Development in a Conservation Area) of the JUDP for Pembrokeshire, as well as Welsh Assembly Government Technical Advice Note TAN 12: Design.

3. The existing back lane is considered inadequate in terms of width and lack of a suitable turning head to accommodate the vehicles associated with the proposed dwelling. Additionally the proposed parking space is of inadequate dimension to adequately serve the proposed dwelling. The proposal is therefore contrary to Policy 100 (Access to Development) of the JUDP for Pembrokeshire.

Having noted the above comments the Town Council  were again of the opinion that this new application should also not be supported for the following reasons:-

(a)The proposed property is shown as a flat but it appears to be more like a conversion of an outbuilding into a house. The house is immediately next to a lane which does not have any form of pavement. The question of overlooking and privacy in respect of the neighbouring property has not been adequately addressed by the proposal. It also does not blend in with the existing scale, form and character of existing buildings.

(b) The question of adequate off street parking has been addressed by the new plan in that provision has been provided behind the Masonic Hall, however, the width of the lane needs to be considered given the additional traffic both pedestrian and motorized which it will now attract, given that the lane will be the main route to the proposed property.

(c) The proposal does not preserve or enhance the character or appearance of the Pembroke Dock Conservation area. Once again it appears to be over development.

· Organise events and publicity during national Fairtrade Fortnight – the annual national campaign to promote sales of products with the FAIRTRADE Mark.

265. PATHWAY FROM TREOWEN ROAD TO BUFFERLAND TERRACE.

The Town Clerk attached as Appendix D a report on his investigations into the above matter together with a document put together by Matt Cloud of the County Council. The Town Clerk asked that members  read through the documentation and bring to the next meeting ideas as to the way to resolve the current situation. It was unfair to request a formal decision on the matter during the meeting.
The Town Clerk suggested that there may be more information available on this issue before the next meeting as he had some information that the County Council Planning Committee had rejected the previous application that there had been an existing footpath over the site. 
266. PEMBROKESHIRE COAST NATIONAL PARK AUTHORITY DEPOSIT LOCAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN (END DATE 2021).

A copy of the above plan was been placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber. The Town Council had been asked for their views on its content.  The closing date for responses is 22nd April 2009.

It was agreed that the Consultative Documents Sub-Committee is organised to review this document.

PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

267. TREGENNIS HILL FLATS.

The Town Clerk had been approached by a member of the public with regard to a proposed development at the above location. The Town Clerk had been advised by the County Council as follows:-

“At the present time we are still in consultation with the planners, however, the intention is that the residential development will be contained within the existing boundaries of the Tregennis Hill flats”.

268. FLOODING WITHIN PEMBROKE DOCK.

The Town Clerk had received a letter from Mrs Joyce Watson, AM asking for assistance on the question of flooding within her constituency. She was looking for people who have been affected by flooding to complete a questionnaire so that she was more informed about the issue and then she was able to use the data to try and reduce flooding incidents as far as was reasonably practical. Members were asked to notify the Town Clerk if they knew of anyone who had been affected.
269. APPLICATION FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.

The Town Clerk had received a request for financial assistance from Jordan Hart who lives at 8, Imble Street, Pembroke Dock. 256. PEMBROKE DOCK/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES
Councillor A McNaughton reported that Councillor K Becton had reports from a resident about the condition of the car park at Fort Road also the rubbish lying around and the seats in disrepair.
The Town Clerk stated that this would be reported to the Area Maintenance Officer.
