261.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Councillor S Beasley, S Perkins, K Higgs
262. QUESTION AND ANSWER SESSION WITH MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Mr G R Anderson who is  the owner of the Martello Tower off Fort Road car Park spoke to the Town Council about the issues that had arisen at Fort Road Car park with the contractors replacing the rock amour. He presented a document outlining his problem and complaints he made to  Pembrokeshire County Council and the new contractors. He contended that the County Council and their contractor had  broken the conditions stipulated by the Countryside Commission for Wales, thereby damaging a Site of Special Scientific Interest and Special Area of Conservation. The result he maintained was the potential loss of a civic amenity along with the risk of personal injury.

He stated that the approved plans showed rock amour made of 1 metre blocks with minimal voids, however some of those that have been installed were over twice this size.
The main contractors held an on site meeting on 19th January but did not include Mr Anderson. He maintained that his Property was damaged and used to access the works without informing him. He approached CCW to try and get the contractors to clean up the beach. The contractors indicated that they had not been informed of the restrictions to protect the beach, so to do so the affected beach shingle was dug up and removed from the site.

Mr Anderson contacted the County Council, CCW , Crown Estates and the Environment Agency but he has received little redress about his concerns so he approached the Western Telegraph.
Councillor C Gwyther arrived at 1839hrs.

Councillor C Gwyther stated that she had visited the beach and was dismayed at the state of the beach with brick rubble lying around and was concerned that the size of the rock amour was far too big as there were large voids between the rocks which she felt would be a danger to youngsters in particular. Councillor C Gwyther asked that the Town Clerk write a letter to the County Council and the CCW stating that the job had not been finished and why had they replaced the rock amour instead of repairing the gabions.

The Town Clerk confirmed with  Mr Anderson that his report to this Council could be used as the basis of his correspondence with the County Council and CCW. The Town Clerk would also refer to the Planning Permission document.
263.  PRESENTATION FROM ‘INFINERGY’
Ms Lorraine Dallmeier spoke to the meeting about the work her organisation ‘Infinergy’ carry out locally and nationally.
Ms Dallmeier told the meeting that their office was based in the Technium and that they were working on a wind farm to be developed at Wear Point near Milford Haven. She explained that her company were passionate in its belief that wind can play a major role in power generation in the future and as Milford Haven will be the energy hub of the UK it was exciting to add renewable energy to the existing mix. They were organising exhibitions and attending and talking to groups in the communities in the vicinity of the wind farm. Wear Point Wind farm will comprise of 4 wind turbines on a brown field site. The wind farm would generate enough clean electricity to meet the needs of over 5,500 households annually .It would replace between 9,700 and 23,000 tonnes of the greenhouse gas CO2 be connected to the local distribution network. The wind farm would have an estimated lifetime of 25 years.
Councillor K Becton arrived at 1858hrs

There were questions from the Town Council and the representatives of Infinergy left the meeting at 1915 hrs.

Councillor A Wilcox felt that this was delaying the process. The Town Clerk agreed to contact the solicitor to ascertain why it was taking so long.

Councillor A Wilcox asked whether the Town Council could approach Mr Matt Cloud of the County Council to gain the contact details of the solicitor that may be holding money to enable the footpath to be cleared . The Town Clerk agreed to follow up on this issue.
266. REPORT OF TOWN CLERK.
PART 1 – GENERAL.

271. VACANCY FOR TOWN COUNCILLOR.

Members were aware that Councillor Brian Hall last attended a meeting of the Town Council on Thursday 28th August 2008. No apologies had been received in respect of his non attendance since that date. In accordance with Section 85 of the Local Government Act 1972 a Councillor ceases to be a member of the Council if he / she fails throughout a period of six consecutive months from the date of his / her absence was due to some reason approved by the Council (Section 85(1) and (2).The Town Clerk requested that the Town Council declare that there was a vacancy so that he may contact the County Council Electoral Section to set in motion the necessary procedures to enable the vacancy to be filled.

272. POLICY DOCUMENTS

(a) ASSET MANAGEMENT.

The Town Clerk attached as Appendix A a copy of a suggested policy on the above area of responsibility. In putting the policy together the Town Clerk had sought advice from the Audit Commission. The Town Clerk sought the agreement of the Town Council that he would collate a list of the Council’s assets along with their values and present this to a Town Council meeting in due course. Previously the Internal Auditor had stated that details of the value of assets should include date of purchase, however the Audit Commission advice was that we were including items which should have been “written off”
(b) FINANCIAL RESERVES.

The Town Clerk attached as Appendix B a copy of a suggested Policy which the Town Council had in fact been operating for some time although not formally recorded. The Town Clerk had been  advised that a formal policy of the Town Council was now required in accordance with good practice .
Councillor P Gwyther asked that the items under no 3 on the paper are separated to ensure that funds for the bi-centenary celebrations are ring fenced for that event.

273. PATHWAY FROM TREOWEN ROAD TO BUFFERLAND TERRACE.

Members had now had  an opportunity to read the Town Clerk’s report dated 23 February 2009 and the accompanying documentation. The Town Clerk had received the further information  that he had  requested from the County Council but this did not make him change his observations made in the paper.

 Councillor P Gwyther stated that he felt that the Town Council should not pay anything towards this footpath as he was sure that it was a planning condition that this footpath was moved by the developers at their expense. 

The Town Clerk explained that ha had seen no written evidence to prove this and that it was going to be difficult to progress this issue without that evidence. 
Councillor C Fortune stated that this should have been in the minutes of the meeting at the time, but having checked through the Town Council’s minutes the Town Clerk had not found any mention of reinstatement of the footpath by the developers.

The Town Clerk could not guarantee that he had seen all of the paperwork referring to this issue held by the County Council.

It was agreed that the Town Clerk would write to the developers’ solicitor regarding any monies outstanding to reinstate the footpath  and ask Mr Cloud to show him the planning decision paperwork that allowed the development. The Town Clerk pointed out that such correspondence had already been sent by the County Council but there had been a lack of response.
 274. POSITION OF TOWN CLERK AND RESPONSIBLE FINANCE OFFICER.

The Town Clerk informed the Town Council that he had been appointed, subject to a medical assessment, Town Clerk for Ferndown in Dorset. He needed to advise the Town Council that as soon as he  had received confirmation that the medical assessment was in order he would be tendering his resignation. The Town Clerk also informed the members that Mrs. Anne Vincent the Responsible Finance Officer wished to retire in September 2009. In the light of this information Members needed to consider whether to incorporate the Responsible Finance Officers role with that of the Town Clerk, although these duties may be delegated to another member of staff.  The Town Clerk suggested that any subsequent advertisement for the post of Town Clerk was placed in the local paper, at JobCentre Plus, Pembroke Dock Community Website and Society of Local Council Clerks Website with a closing date 3 weeks after the date of publication. The Town Clerk believed that the Council would be best served by determining that the candidate should hold the Certificate in Local Council Administration (see below) or be prepared to study to gain such a qualification. The Town Clerk had begun to prepare an application form for employment, a Job Application Pack which included a Job Description etc. which will need to be approved before the job was advertised. The Town Clerk would know within the following 14 days whether he would need to attend for a full medical assessment.

Councillor D King agreed that it would be an ideal time to review the role of the Town Clerk and the  Financial Officer and that a sub committee should be set up to report to the next Town Council meeting.
Councillor A Wilcox stated that he was sorry that the Town Clerk was leaving and that he had provided a professional service to the Council.

It was agreed that a sub-committee was set up to consider any advert, application pack etc so that there would be no delay in advertising the post. The sub-committee to include. Councillors R Watts, Mrs P George, D King and A McNaughton.

275. CERTIFICATE IN LOCAL COUNCIL ADMINISTRATION (CICLA) WALES.

The National Training Advisory Group which was a partnership between the Society of Local Council Clerks, One Voice Wales and the Welsh Assembly Government had recently announced this qualification which was specially designed for Clerks of Town and Community Councils in Wales. The cost of completing the course which was normally finished within two years is £150. Gaining this qualification may assist the Council in meeting a Quality Town Council status should such a scheme be introduced in Wales. Currently the scheme operates within England and it was a requirement for Quality Town Councils within England to have a Clerk who was so qualified. The status of a Quality Town Council opened the door to delegated functions and the recently introduced “Power of Well Being” in England.

Moira Saunders was willing to complete the necessary course if the Town Council were prepared to meet the fee. The Town Clerk recommended that as this will improve staff knowledge the cost could be met from the staff training budget.

Councillor K Becton questioned the fact that this ‘Power of Well Being’ was not available to Wales.

The Town Clerk responded that the belief was he understood from One Voice Wales and others that it would be applied to Wales in due course. It was therefore necessary to be in the forefront of training staff for any changes and in any event was a good background course for Town Council staff.

276. PEMBROKE DOCK SHOPPING AREA

Members were aware following the meeting held on 15th January 2009 that it was agreed that members would debate the issue of how to encourage businesses back into the town centre such as Dimond Street. The Town Clerk  had now received an e-mail from the Head Teacher of Pembroke School, Mr Frank Ciccotti, who had brought to his attention a novel idea for closed shops where owners of closed shops were encouraged to exhibit work by local artists in their shop windows.

Councillor S Perkins had informed the Town Clerk that there was to be consultation between  Dr Stephen Jones of the County Council and the Welsh Assembly with regard to promoting local businesses  in small towns.

Councillor R Watts suggested that the Town Council wait for Councillor S Perkins’ report at a later date and this was agreed.

PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

277. PEMBROKESHIRE COMMUNITY HEALTH COUNCIL (CHC) / ARGYLE STREET SURGERY.

Following the last meeting of the Town Council the Town Clerk had spoken by telephone with Mr Ashley Warlow, the Chief Executive of the CHC about arranging a meeting between his organisation and the Town Council. He suggested that given the fact that the Surgery was an independent concern working with the Local Health Board to deliver services there was no requirement for them to attend any meeting with the Town Council. In the event Mr Warlow had spoken to the Argyle Street Surgery and suggested that the Practice Manager, Mrs Juliet Goldsworthy and one of the Doctors came to a meeting with the Town Council on Thursday 23rd April starting at 1800hrs (6.00pm) before the Town Council Meeting. Mr. Warlow would also come to the meeting. He believed that this will then give every member an opportunity to pose questions to the Surgery and also members would have been able to gain information from their ward electors etc over the next three weeks on their views about the standard of service being offered by the surgery. 
Councillor K Becton expressed her concern that she did not understand how the situation had come to this position. She stated that the Town Council did not ask for a meeting to include the Argyle Surgery representatives, but only the CHC. Councillor K Becton felt that as the Argyle Street Surgery offer a public service using public money that there should be feedback to them about the service provided.

Councillor A Wilcox stated that he had not had any complaints about the service provided by the Argyle Street Surgery, but Councillor K Becton reported that she had complaints made to her in her ward about the Surgery.

Councillor K Becton asked that only Mr Warlow , from the CHC, attend the next Town Council meeting. This was agreed.

278. PETITION FROM RESIDENTS OF HAWKSTONE ROAD.

The Town Clerk had been advised by Councillor Sue Perkins that the petition had been presented to the Mr Ian Westley, the Director of Transportation and Environment asking that the County Council consider some form of speed restriction. She had also spoken to the Police about the matter.

279. LLANION COMMUNITIES FIRST.

The monthly bulletin for March 2009 was placed on the table to the RHS of the chamber for members to peruse.

280. OPEN SPACES SOCIETY.

A copy of the Spring edition of their bulletin was placed on the table to the RHS of the chamber for members to read if they wish.

Councillor K Becton left the meeting at 1949hrs
281. MEMBERSHIP OF ONE VOICE WALES.

The Town Clerk had received a letter from the above organisation asking if we wished to become a member for the 2009/10 year. The cost would be £1025.00 based on 4274 dwellings @24p per dwelling. The Town Council were aware that One Voice Wales was seen as the conduit for information to / from the Welsh Assembly Government and in providing training / information to Town and Community Councils across Wales.

Councillor R Watts declared an interest on this issue as Chair of PALC and took no part in the discussion or any vote.

Councillor C Gwyther asked whether there were any new services provided by this organisation.
The Town Clerk replied that he was aware that there were documents that the Town Council had not been provided with which we would have had from One Voice Wales if we were members.

Councillor P Gwyther  felt that this membership was not worth the money required and commented that all relevant information from the Welsh Assembly must come to the Town Council. The Town Clerk stated that this was not always the case.

283. NHS CONSULTATION UPON THE FUTURE OF COMMUNITY HEALTH COUNCILS.

The Town Clerk had received a letter from the Pembrokeshire Community Health Council informing him that there was a consultation exercise underway concerning the future of CHCs. The Assembly Governments proposal was to dissolve all existing CHCs within Wales and to replace them with 7 more centralised CHCs. It was anticipated that Pembrokeshire would become part of a West Wales CHC probably based in one of our neighbouring counties. The consultation will run until 24th April 2009. The Welsh Assembly Government was organising a meeting to be held at the Nat-y-ffin Hotel in Llandissilio on Tuesday 7th April 2009 starting at 0900hrs and the Council was invited to send a representative.

The Town Clerk explained that the background documents would be given at the above meeting and that a Consultative Documents meeting would need to be arranged to prepare a response by 24th April 2009. It was agreed that Councillor M Colgan would attend the meeting on the 7th April 2009 and the Consultative Committee would put together a response in time for the Town Council meeting on 23rd April..

284. CONSENT STREET STATUS – DIMOND STREET, PEMEBROKE DOCK.

The Town Clerk had been advised by the County Council that the request was placed before the County Council Cabinet on 9th March 2009. An initial advertisement would shortly appear in the local press seeking observations on the proposal from members of the public, interested parties etc.

285. SEAFAIR HAVEN 2010 – HOST PORT COMMUNITIES MEETING THURSDAY 26th MARCH 2009.

289. PLANNING DECISIONS

08/1084/PA  - Erection of dwelling – Land to the rear of 26, Prospect Place, Pembroke Dock, Pembrokeshire. – Refused 

Grounds of decision include 

1. The proposed development is contrary to the provisions of Policy 79 (Development in Conservation Areas) of the Joint Unitary Development Plan and Section 72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas ) Act 1990 in that the application site lies within the Pembroke Dock Conservation Area where the Local Planning Authority has a duty to pay special attention to the desirability to preserve or enhance the special Character and appearance of the Conservation Area. The proposed scale, height, massing, design and use of materials of the dwelling would have a harmful effect on the character and appearance of the Conservation Area.

2. The proposed development is contrary to the provisions of Policy 46 (Settlement 

Boundaries) and 78 (Amenity ) of the Joint Unitary Development Plan (2006) in that  the scale, height and orientation of the dwelling would have an adverse effect on the amenities of the occupiers of neighbouring properties in terms of overlooking and loss of privacy.

267. SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT OF THE TOWN CLERK


PART 1 – GENERAL

290. INTRODUCTION TO ISLAM AND THE MUSLIM CULTURE COURSE.

The Town Clerk understood that a course covering the above topic was to be held at Pembrokeshire College on Monday 6th April from 0930 to 1630hrs. The cost would be £95 plus VAT per person. The “target population” for the course were those who worked in Local Authorities, Councillors, healthcare workers, social workers, teachers, hospital chaplains etc. 

It was agreed by the Town Council not to send a representative to this course.

PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

291. SHORELINE MANAGEMENT PLAN 2 FOR THE PEMBROKESHIRE COASTLINE.

The Town Clerk  had placed a copy of the pamphlet issued as a result of the initial consultation together with a copy of the letter from Pembrokeshire County Council on the subject, on the table to the RHS of the Chamber. The Plan would  identify how the coastline could best be managed over the next 100 years in order to prevent loss of beaches or other coastal environments and how to best protect coastal communities. The plan would involve not only the County Council but also the Environment Agency, Welsh Assembly Government, Countryside Council for Wales etc. A consultant was to be appointed shortly to help prepare the plan and the Town Council would be invited to participate in the consultation process.

292. DYFED POWYS CRIME PREVENTION TRUST – BOBBY VAN SCHEME. 

The above scheme had been in existence since 1999 and over 11,000 homes have benefited from the van. At the end of March 2009 Big Lottery Funding would cease and although the Police Authority also provided financial assistance they were unable to meet the shortfall which would be left by the ending of Lottery support. Town and Community Councils had been invited to make a donation of £200 towards the scheme which would then enable the scheme to continue. Members were aware that there was an underspend on money set aside for Crime Prevention initiatives and therefore a donation of such a sum would be made from this budget head. The Town Clerk had received a copy of the accounts for the year ended March 2008 which were in order and shows a sum carried forward of £110,605 to the 2008/9 year. In 2008/9 the cost of running the scheme was £132,430.
Councillor D King suggested that the Town Council did make a contribution to this scheme as it is a very useful service.

293. INVITATION TO VISIT THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY BUILDING.

295. TOWN AWARDS SCHEME.

The closing date for the above scheme was 20th March 2009. So far about 10 application forms have been issued and 5 had been returned The Town Clerk assumed that the next meeting of the Council on 23rd April would decide on those who will be honoured.

Councillor C Gwyther suggested that the closing date for nominations for this scheme is extended by 14 days. The Town Clerk agreed to put out a press release to this effect.

PART 3 – PLANNING.
296. PEMBROKESHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL LOCAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN PREFERRED STRATEGY PUBLIC CONSULTATION 25th MARCH TO 6th MAY 2009.

The above reports had been published and the County Council were looking for responses by 6th May. A copy of the document had been placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber. The Town Clerk suggested that the Consultation Sub Committee meet to discuss the response to this document and make recommendations to the next meeting of the Town Council to be held on 23rd April 2009.

It was agreed that the Consultative Documents Sub-Committee meets on the 15th April 2009 at 1900hrs to discuss these reports.
297. PEMBROKESHIRE COAST NATIONAL PARK AUTHORITY DEPOSIT LOCAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN
The report of the sub-committee was attached .
The Town Council were content with this report and the Town Clerk would forward the submissions to the National Park Authority.

298. PLANNING APPEAL.

The Town Clerk had been advised that there had been an appeal lodged by Mr A D Kinnear in respect of the refusal of planning permission for the erection of 4 No. Flats at the Boathouse, Llanreath, Pembroke Dock. Representations to the Planning Inspectorate had to be received by 27th March 2009.

The observations of the Town Council when they considered the matter on 10th April 2008 were as follows:-

The Town Council do not recommend approval of this application for the following reasons:-

(1) Due to existing approval of a planning application to the building plot opposite, the access would be narrowed, resulting in difficulty of access especially for the emergency services.

(2) Overdevelopment – due to existing planning approval of the building plot opposite.

(3) The proposed development would overlook / be overlooked by the adjacent property.

The County Council in its decision refusing planning permission stated:-

(1) By reason of the scale of the building proposed, its siting, and detailed design including outside spaces, the proposed design represents poor design that will have an adverse impact on the character and visual amenities of the locality. The loss and impact upon important trees that are subject to a Tree Preservation Order and the comprising of the local landscape character at this point will exacerbate the impact. As such the proposal is contrary to Policies 7, 46, 66 71 and 76 of the JUDP for Pembrokeshire adopted 2006, advice contained in MIPPS 01/2008 – Good Design and TAN 12 – Design.

(2) Chapel Road, Orielton Terrace and Beach Road are at capacity and not suitable for additional residential development over and above that existing and benefiting from extant planning permission. As such the proposal is considered to adversely impact on highway safety and is contrary to Policy 100 of the JUDP adopted 2006.

The Town Council had no further comment on this application to forward to the Planning Inspectorate..

269. PEMBROKE DOCK/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES
