Minute 31 - Arrangements for Fixing Christmas Lights in 2008

The Financial Officer stated that the Town Clerk had discussed with the Town Clerk of Pembroke possible arrangements for the erection of the Christmas lights in the two towns .  Pembroke however did not wish to be involved in training, etc. for the work to be carried out and would be inviting tenders in the near future.

In view of the information received it was agreed to defer this matter to the next meeting in order that the Town Clerk could clarify the reason why Pembroke Town Council preferred to contract for the work rather than to hire a “Cherry Picker” and train staff to operate the machine.

Pembroke Dock Summer Festival and Sea Fair Haven Events June, 2008

Mr. Don Earle informed the Committee that the Summer Festival would be held from 14th to 21st June, 2008.with events being held each day, these included a Mardi Gras organised by Pennar Residents Association and an event in Pater Hall in the evening  of Saturday, 14th June, a Fun Day in Memorial Park on 15th , Events in the Boat Yard on 16th, Heritage Walk on 17th.  Milford Port Health Authority were organising the Sea Fair Haven Events commencing on 18th.   The Town Council were holding a Reception at Front Street on 19th.  On Saturday, 21st June a Mid-Summer Parade would be held together with a Caribbean Evening.  The Power Boats would be arriving off the Heads on Sunday, 22nd.

It was hoped to hold a competition in conjunction with Radio Pembrokeshire for children from 8 to 12 years old.. The prize being a short ride in a Power Boat.

An exhibition would be held in the Library the theme of which would be “Global Warming.”

Ice Rink - December, 2008

The Financial Officer reported that the Town Clerk had obtained quotations for an ice rink for the

Fun Ice - 8.3m sq. - £3,900 plus VAT




Ice Magic - 9.5 metres - £4,962

Members were of opinion that the ice rink supplied by Ice Magic in 2007 was too small.

Discussion ensued regarding the siting of the ice rink with Members favouring it being in Pater Hall.  The size of the rink could be adjusted to suit the shape of the Hall  Refreshments could be provided in the Warrior Room for spectators, etc.  This was agreed.

It was hoped that shops would remain open later on the Friday evening when Father Christmas arrived.

In view of the success of the Lantern Parade, it was agreed to repeat this event this year for which Mr. Don Earle volunteered to source grants.
