248. Village Green Application Pennar

Councillors M Colgan, C Fortune and T Wilcox left the room during this discussion. They declared the interest as being that their ability to take part had been referred to the Ombudsman.
The Town Clerk informed members that since she last reported on this issue there has been a great deal of activity from the Trustees of the land in question.  She stated that they have referred 4 Town Councillors to the Ombudsman stating that these Councillors had broken the Code of Conduct.

The Town Clerk informed members that the Trustees have also stated that Pembroke Dock Town Council have acted illegally by applying to have this piece of land made a village green. This has been refuted by the County Council and the Town Council’s solicitors; there are a number of statutory authorities that empower the Town Council to act in this way.

The Town Clerk informed members that apparently the original application was not signed by Ian Jones as Town Clerk and this has now been done and that addition accepted by the solicitors in the County Council. 

The views of our solicitors and the solicitors of the County Council are that none of these issues make the application illegal.

The Town Clerk informed members that she had also received a letter from the Town Council’s auditors, BDO , informing her that an ‘electors question’ had been received by them regarding the application by the Town Council to register a piece of land as a village green. She said they also state in the letter that they estimate it will take 4 hours to resolve and that will cost the Town Council £189 an hour. Councillor P Gwyther questioned if the Town Council were allowed to know details of the elector and what the question asked was. The Town Clerk stated that she had asked for some of this information and was awaiting a response from BDO it was agreed that the Town Clerk would re contact BDO to find more information on the electors question.
The Town Clerk stated the Town Council’s Solicitors recommended that a barrister was used to reply to two letters at a cost of £500.00 per letter. Councillor K Becton raised concerns over the costs.

She informed member that a questionnaire was available at www.dyfedpowyspoliceauthority.co.uk to be completed before 19th March 2010.

251. Floral baskets and displays for the summer

The Town Clerk informed members that she had sent out invitations to 6 local businesses to tender for our summer floral display. She stated that she had received two quotes and after discussion with the Mayor it was agreed to offer the contract to Bush School Nurseries. The price that they quoted was substantially less than the other tenderer.

252. Membership of One Voice Wales 2010-11

The Town Clerk had received a letter from One Voice Wales asking if the Town Council wish to become members. The services that the organisation offers to Town and Community Councils are wide and they act as very influential body in putting forward the views and needs of the local Councils in Wales. 3. Libraries and associated community uses within the locality of the property.

4. Recycling and composting facilities within the locality of the property.

Councillor C Gwyther commented that the Town Clerk should write to Pembrokeshire County Council to find out what they are planning on spending the money from the Section 106 agreement on, all Councillors agreed. Councillor P Gwyther stated that the Town Council should be asking Pembrokeshire County Council how they work the criteria for the section 106 agreement, he questioned why the section 106 agreement was on this development and not the Coronation School development in Meyrick Street. It was agreed the Town Clerk would also include this in her letter to Pembrokeshire County Council.
