1.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Councillor C Gwyther


2. QUESTION AND ANSWER SESSION WITH MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC

Mr Roger Footner of Front Street spoke about his concern at the number and appearance  of various building sites around the town of Pembroke Dock. He was particularly upset at the site at the Dimond street and Law Street corner. He felt that it was an eyesore and asked why the developers could not be forced to put hoardings around the site to improve the view. Mr Footner also mentioned other sites in the Town that had scaffolding on buildings and felt that it gave such a bad impression of the Town to visitors. He suggested that the developers could be forced to make sites presentable whilst work was being carried out on a property by the inclusion of planning conditions when planning permission was given.  Mr Footner also complained that the site of the old Silcox Garage on London Road was an awful introduction to visitors entering the Town.

Councillor S Perkins stated that as the site at the Silcox garage had been given planning permissions the developer had up to five years to start the building and there was nothing the Council could do.

Councillor K Becton agreed that there were some problems in the Town and pointed out the state of the pavement in Bush Street and how that had yet to be completed.

4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
Minute 262 Repair of gabions at Fort Road car park
The Town Clerk reported that he had written to CCW and had hand delivered the letter but had no response so he telephoned them on that day and they assured him that a response was on its way.
Minute 271 Vacancy for Town Councillor

The Town Clerk reported that this vacancy had been advertised and that it would not be known until after the 28th April whether there was to be an election.

Minute 272(a) Asset management

The Town Clerk stated that he was waiting for a an update on the value of the Town Council assets from Zurich Municipal Insurers.
5. DISCUSSION WITH MR ASHLEY WARLOW FROM THE CHC 
    REGARDING ARGYLE ST SURGERY
Mr Warlow apologised for his late attendance due to work issues.
He then went on to explain the Community Health Council’s responsibilities which were to act as a watchdog over the provision of services in the health service for Pembrokeshire. There are two full time officers and twenty volunteers who scrutinise the services provided. £160 million goes to the Local Health Board with £6 million going straight to the Trust.
The Pembrokeshire Trust will be merging by 1st October 2009 with Ceredigion and Carmarthenshire, with the aim of saving £2million which will be ploughed back into patient services. 

The trust will be commissioning and delivering services such as GP s, pharmacies and dentistry
The CHC provides a sort of advocacy service to the public to help them deal with complaints and tries to initiate changes to improve services.
Councillor P Gwyther questioned the debt of £10million accrued by the Trust. Mr Warlow explained that there had been no redundancies made and that the organisation is top heavy with managers rather than putting the money into nursing and medical staff. He stated that a new head of the Trust had been appointed who was a gentleman from Canada.

Councillor K Becton explained that the reason that Mr Warlow had been asked to the Town Council was to express concerns about the running of the Argyle Street Surgery. There were problems with registering at the reception desk for those people who may be disabled or infirm finding standing difficult. When the Centre opened an automated system was available to register but this had been taken away and not replaced. Making telephone calls to the Centre was expensive as the number began with 0845. Access to named GP s was difficult and it took up to 3-4 weeks to be given an appointment. The system of getting an appointment by contacting the surgery after 10.30 am to get an appointment can be frustrating.  Councillor K Becton expressed the view that feedback from residents was that  people would rather the old system at Laws Street surgery to new procedures at Argyle Street. 
Councillor K Becton agreed that a patient could see a doctor as an emergency within 24 hours , but getting routine appointments with named doctors  was difficult.

Mr Warlow explained that as the Argyle Street Surgery was an independent organisation providing services for the LHB and as such they could run the business as they chose. The CHC could only suggest changes. It was the LHB that could request changes as the Argyle Street Surgery is a subcontractor to the LHB.  Mr Warlow suggested that if  the Council could document issues they could make a formal complaint to the LHB.
Councillor S Perkins proposed that the Town Council collate issues from individuals and then make a formal complaint to the LHB. These to be brought to the next meeting.

Mr Warlow was thanked by the Councillor R Watts for attending.
6.  PRESENTATION FROM SHELTER CYMRU

Ms Ceri Wisdom from Shelter Cymru ‘s project “Information Matters to rural communities”  addressed the Town Council and distributed the folders accompanying this presentation. Ms Wisdom explained that these 3000 folders were to be distributed to local organisations in an attempt to prevent homelessness. The folders were full of information to help direct people to the appropriate places to help those in danger of being made homeless. She stated that if early action is taken often losing one’s home can be prevented. 
In  this area there were 262 new cases referred to Shelter Cymru last year. Of those 
23% Had mental health problems

35% were employed

31% unemployed

53% homelessness a previous problem

77% homelessness prevented

4100 on the general waiting list
Homelessness does not just apply to people sleeping rough. It can occur through landlords changing locks, relationships breaking down, living in cold damp conditions, overcrowding, or escaping from a violent partner.

These packs are being distributed to health visitors, social workers, youth workers, WI, Older people groups, church groups, local authority members and voluntary agencies amongst many others.

Ms Wisdom explained that there were not enough Shelter Cymru case workers  to help the people in need. But as stated before if people get help quickly homelessness can be prevented and that was the hope in distributing the information held in these packs to those who could initially be approached by someone who was homeless.

Ms Wisdom was thanked by the Town Council for her attendance.
7. REPORT OF TOWN CLERK.
PART 1 – GENERAL.

1. PEMBROKESHIRE FIREWORK CHAMPION OF CHAMPIONS EVENT.

The Town Clerk had been  informed by PLANED that the proposed event for this year had been cancelled as they have not been able to secure a Main Sponsor. This meant that the £3500 set aside in the budget would now to been allocated to reserves. At a meeting of the Sub Committee of the Joint Tourism and Twinning Committee held on Thursday 16th April it was suggested that Pembroke Town Council might have been interested in joining forces with Neyland and ourselves to promote an event in the future. Consideration would be given to possibly using funds raised from the Town Guides to support a one day fireworks event. This thinking was at an early stage and would be progressed when arrangements were made for the 2010/11 Joint Town Guide. 

2. ARMED FORCES DAY.

The aim of the above Day was to honour the outstanding contribution made by current members of the Armed Forces and by veterans of all ages. The Date was 27th June 2009 when it was hoped that members of the Community would join together to pay tribute to our Armed Forces past, present and future.

Members considered whether they wished to organise some sort of event within the town e.g. a reception for members of the Royal British Legion, Cadet Forces etc

Councillor R Watts explained that there would also be religious service on that day. There was a plan to hold  a parade and flags would be displayed at the Garrison Chapel. Councillor K Becton asked if a reception could be held at the Pater Hall and Councillor S Perkins was concerned that there should be more activity in the centre of the Town to encourage people to attend and perhaps flags could be displayed at the Pater Hall.
Councillor E Cook suggested that perhaps there could be a service at St John’s and a parade to a reception in the Pater Hall.
The Town Clerk was awaiting information from possible interested bodies like the Sea Cadets, ATC, Army Cadets etc.
PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

3. PEMBROKE BOROUGH SILVER BAND INSTRUMENTS TRUST.

The Town Councils of Pembroke and Pembroke Dock have agreed to each meet 50% of the costs of insuring the band instruments. This year the insurance fee was £428.53 and the Town Clerk sought approval for paying the Trust £214.26. Pembroke Town Council had already paid their share.
Councillors P George, M Colgan and E Cook declared an interest as Town Council members of the Trust.

4. CONSENT STREET STATUS – DIMOND STREET, PEMBROKE DOCK.

Members were aware that progress was being made on this subject and that the necessary publication of the proposal appeared in the newspaper at the beginning of April. Any representations had to be with the County Council by 30 April 2009. It was hoped that a further report would be made to the Pembrokeshire County Council at their meeting to be held on 18th May 2009. A further public notice would then be necessary and it was hoped that the street will be re-designated as Consent Street on 26th June 2009.

5. VEHICLE ACTIVATED SIGNS.

The Town Clerk had received a letter from Mr John Price, Traffic Manager for the County Council who had carried out some research into the speeds in the three roads which were identified as possible sites for the signs.

(a) Military Road.

Figures were gathered from 6 to 13 March 2009 and found that 85% speed to the west at 35.5mph and 34.2mph to the east. He considered that a VAS would not be appropriate at this site.

(b) Waterloo Road.

Data was obtained from 13 to 20 March 2009 and found the 85% speed to the bridge at 26mph and 51mph downhill. He considered a sign with a 40mph sign face may be of benefit on this road.

(c) Essex Road.

Speeds were recorded from 16 to 23 January 2009 and found the 85% speed to the Bridge at 26mph and 26.8mph into the town. He considered a VAS would not be appropriate at this site.
Councillor P Gwyther pointed out that although there was obviously traffic speeding along Waterloo Road, there was more likelihood of pedestrians including children being injured by vehicles on Military Road.

The Town Clerk stated that it was felt that a VAS sign would not be activated on Military Road soit would not be useful.

Councillor K Higgs agreed that Military Road was more of a priority. Councillor E Cook
suggested that residents of Pennar would be upset at not having a VAS sign installed.
Councillor P Gwyther asked how much leeway there was on these signs. Councillor S Perkins suggested that the Council contact the County Council Highways department  to check on whether a VAS sign could be located on Military Road and Waterloo Road.
6. PEMBROKE SCHOOL.

The Town Clerk had received a letter from Mr Ian Baker, Chair of Governors at Pembroke School in which he informed him that the Governing Body currently has vacancies for governors with community representation and community interest. He informed the Town Clerk that further information could be obtained from the Headteacher’s Secretary and that applications from town councillors would be welcome.

7.  PEMBROKE POWER STATION.

The Town Clerk enclosed a copy of a publication that he had received from RWE npower regarding the above project. There were public exhibitions to be held at Pennar Community Hall on Tuesday 28th April, Pembroke Town Hall on Wednesday 29th April and Pill Social Centre in Milford Haven on Thursday 30th April.

8. LLANION COMMUNITIES FIRST.

A copy of the April Newsletter was placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber for members to read.


9. PIPPA POST.

A copy of the Spring Newsletter was placed on the table to the RHS of the Chamber for members to read.

10. APPLICATIONS FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.

The following applications for grant aid were received:-

(a) PATER PANTOMIME SOCIETY.

As a member of the Pater Pantomime Society, Councillor P George advised that she would not be taking part in the discussions or decision making with regard to this item.

This organisation provided activities for all ages especially acting and singing opportunities for young people who lived within Pembroke Dock. They were seeking grant aid to help them purchase technical equipment e.g. lighting, hire of costumes etc and have suggested a sum of £300. The accounts for the Society for 2007/8 were in order and show that their current account was in credit to the tune of £4361.39 as at 31 March 2008.

(b) PEMBROKE DOCK SUNDERLAND TRUST.
As a member of the Sunderland Trust, Councillor R Watts advised that he would not be taking part in the discussions or decision making with regard to this item.
Members were aware of the existence of this organisation which was aiming to recover the fuselage etc of a Sunderland which was currently lying in the Haven. They hoped to create a scale replica of the Haven Sunderland which will be used for display and interpretation as well as a travelling exhibit. The accounts for 2007/2008 were in order and show a balance carried forward of £3,580 of which £1,397 was held in a restricted fund. The Town Council in its budget for 2009/10 had set aside a donation of £2500 to the Sunderland Trust / Pembroke Dock Museum Trust. Last year (2008/9) a sum of £2500 was also set aside but was not asked for by the Museum Trust hence the decision to set aside a similar sum this year which could be used by the Sunderland Trust. The Sunderland Trust advised me that the cost of making the model will be £2,750.
Councillor K Higgs felt that the Town Council should support the Trust as it will be a tourist attraction. Councillor P Gwyther was concerned that by supporting this application for funds the Town Council may be depriving the Museum Trust of money. The Town Clerk stated that the Museum Trust had not asked for funding so that this was available to the Sunderland Trust .

8. SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT OF THE TOWN CLERK


PART 1 – GENERAL.

13. FOOTPATH BETWEEN TREOWEN ROAD AND BUFFERLAND TERRACE.

The Town Clerk had been in touch with the County Council with regard to the Planning Applications which had been granted on the land where there was a decision that there was no right of way. Members considered the Town Clerk’s report and the document produced by Matt Cloud at the last meeting. 

The first document referred to planning application 98/0664/PA and was dated 18 March 1999. This outline planning permission decision highlighted 6 conditions relating to the site no 6 being the one which refers to the pathway. This stated:-

“The detailed plans for submission under reserved matters shall include the provision of a footpath link between Treowen Road and Bufferland Terrace. 
Reason: in the interests of highway safety.”

The next decision was the approval of reserved matters 01/589/PA and was dated 25 October 2001 and referred to “ Proposed 4 no dwellings with parking – Land off Treowen Road, Pennar, Pembroke Dock. That document made no reference to any public pathway.

Another planning decision was the approval of reserved matters 01/910/PA and referred to “Alteration of location of units 1 & 2 and re-location of public right of way on site – Land off Treowen Road, Pennar, Pembroke Dock. That document made no reference at all to a pathway. The decision was dated 10th June 2002.

These decisions had to be read in conjunction with the Planning Committee’s decision dated 30th June 1998 which stated quite categorically that there was no public footpath from Treowen Road to Bufferland Terrace. The decision of the Planning Authority on 18th March 1999 created a new pathway but did not specify to what standard the pathway was to be constructed. The decisions about the reserved matters ignored the previous comment about the construction of a pathway. 

The Town Clerk’s view was that the developer had provided a pathway as required by the Planning decisions, however, because the Planning Authority did not specify that it should be provided to a particular standard then there was consequently no leverage to get the pathway upgraded in any way. Certainly the Town Council could ask the Solicitors to use any money they hold on behalf of the developer to improve the pathway but they were under no legal obligation to do so.

This meant that the Town Council were left with a pathway which was poorly constructed and which had an electricity post partially obstructing free movement . The Town Council could try and obtain any money from Eaves which would go towards the removal of the electricity pole, however, the Council had to deal with the fact that this matter had not been properly handled over a period of time. The Town Clerk’s summary and recommendations were contained in his report of 23rd February 2009. The Town Clerk’s view was that the Council now took a pragmatic approach to the problem and jointly with the County Council arrange for the pole to be removed with each authority paying 50% of the cost less any money obtained from Eaves. Any reference to the Public Services Ombudsman for Wales could result in criticism of the Council for its failure to follow through the matter at the various stages i.e. each planning decision notification sent to us, failure to follow up earlier letters with the County Council, failure to follow up letters sent to Eaves Solicitors.
The Town Clerk stated that Eaves solicitors had not replied to the County Council’s letters but they are not obliged to do so. Councillor C Fortune felt that as it was stated there should be a footpath, that should be enough. Councillor P Gwyther felt that the County Council should take some responsibility as they failed to specify a standard to which the footpath was  to be constructed.

The Town Clerk responded that he felt that the Town Council should have followed up this issue and they did not. The Town Council had not been proactive on the matter in 1998/9
Councillor K Becton expressed concern that the Town Council should be taking this further after the advice given by the Town Clerk to attempt to resolve the issue.

The Town Clerk explained that this matter was not followed up by the Town Council during the late 1990s, and as a result the situation was as described previously. He did believe that the County Council would be prepared to share the cost of moving the electricity pole that partially blocks the footpath with the Town Council. Attempts would be made to determine whether Eaves solicitors have any money and whether they too would be prepared to help fund clearing the footpath.     
The Town Clerk stated that he had been told that the footpath could be adopted by the County Council, without any resurfacing work carried out. The Town Clerk was asked to verify that with the County Council.

14. CONSULTATION ON PROPOSED CHILDREN AND FAMILIES (WALES) MEASURE.

The Town Clerk had been advised that the above legislative matter was currently being considered by the National Assembly. The Legislative Committee No 2 was considering the proposal and was to make a report on the matter in due course. The measure was important because it contained a provision relating to securing sufficient play opportunities for children and ensuring participation of children in local authority decision making. Any submission had to be with the Committee by 1 May 2009. The Consultation questions included:-

3(d) secure sufficient play opportunities for children (Section 60)

3(e) ensure participation of children in local authority decision making (Section 61)

The Town Clerk attached at Appendix A a copy of the submission made by Play Wales concerning the proposed legislation. The Town Clerk suggested that members may have  wished to comment to the Assembly Committee to support what was being said by Play Wales for example at page 3 of their submission. Councillor S Perkins suggested that the Town Council should endorse the views of Play Wales and this was agreed.
15. EMPLOYMENT OF A LITTER PICKER IN PEMBROKE DOCK.

The necessary arrangements to employ a person for12 hours a week work on litter picking / street cleaning within Pembroke Dock was making progress. The Town Clerk suggested that it would be more effective if the Council entered into a service level agreement with the County Council using their staff for the additional hours. A formal agreement was in the process of being completed so that the necessary monitoring arrangements could be put in place. This would involve the Town Clerk notifying the County Council of the areas to receive extra attention each week and to monitoring the performance. The Town Clerk added that in this service level agreement that there must be a way of penalising the County Council should the service fall below a set standard.
16. PEMBROKE DOCK MEMORIAL PARK.

Working with money from the Tidy Towns initiative and help from the County Council, the former Pembroke Dock Tennis Club and Keep Wales Tidy the Town Council had been able to open the Tennis Courts for public use. These were to be checked daily by Town Council staff so that any problems concerning vandalism could be addressed quickly.

The Town Clerk had also spoken to the Probation Service about making improvements to the area adjacent to the Tennis Courts which was destined to become a Multi Sports Area. The Probation Service think that they may be able to take on this work as a specific project in the Autumn and the Town Clerk was to provide additional information to the Friends of the Pembroke Dock Memorial Park at its next meeting.  This could mean that the Council would be able to bring this area into use earlier and at a much reduced cost pending the application for grant funding.

PART 2 – CORRESPONDENCE.

17. HAWKSTONE ROAD PETITION

The Town Clerk enclosed at Appendix B a copy of a letter received by Councillor Sue Perkins from the Director of Transportation and the Environment.
Councillor P George stated that the road was very narrow and drivers are always cutting the corners and that it seems to get worse every day.

Councillor S Perkins said that it seemed wrong that action can only be taken once someone has been injured not before.

Councillor D King said that he would ask at the Police Forum that this area is patrolled by the Police or PCSO s regularly.
18. APPLICATION FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE.

(a) WEST WALES CAR CLUB.

The Town Clerk had received a request for a donation towards the above organisation which was formed in November 2008. The club’s aims were to improve road safety awareness and to this end they were looking to provide a road safety workshop and road safety performance in Pembroke Dock during Road Safety week in November this year. They were hoping that 150 people will attend the event. The group currently had a bank balance of £717.84 and were seeking to raise the sum of £3,450 towards the costs of arranging the Road Safety Week Programme. 
Councillors S Perkins and E Cook  advised that they would not be taking part in the discussions or decision making with regard to this item as Selina Tait was known to them.
It was agreed that the Town Clerk should seek more information from the group before the Town Council makes a decision on granting this donation.
(b) REQUEST FROM LAUREN PROBERT.

The above named person lives within Pembroke Dock and was a 16 year old leader with the Pembroke Dock Guide Unit. She had been invited to be one of 8 members from the UK to attend a camp to be held in Manitoba, Canada from 3 to 12 August this year. She needed to raise the sum of £1500 to take part and she had asked whether the Council would be prepared to make a donation towards her costs. So far she has raised £300 towards the total.

20. WEST WALES MARITIME HERITAGE.

The Town Clerk had received a request from the above named organisation who were thinking of trying to increase the amount of interest in the Pembroke River Rally which will take place on 4th July of this year. They have suggested that they may be able to secure the services of a Napoleonic style marine event using a large period rowing boat complete with cannon mounted on the bow. The cost would be between £600 and £700 and the rowing boat could be displayed at Hobbs Point on the following day i.e. 5th July if the Council were interested. The group were asking for financial assistance to enable this attraction to come to the event. The Town Clerk had spoken to Hugh Colley, Town Clerk at Pembroke and had looked at the website for this attraction (www.hms.org.uk) he believed that this would not be something which would attract a large number of visitors. 9. PEMBROKE DOCK/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES
Councillor P Gwyther expressed his concern about the overgrowth of vegetation on Barrack Hill as it spoilt the view of the Town which could be of interest to visitors as well as residents .
The Town Clerk reported that the County Council only clear the vegetation once a year and so it becomes very overgrown.

Councillor K Higgs felt that this issue should be put on the agenda of a future meeting in order to try and devise a way to improve this amenity and especially the  importance of the view from Barrack Hill.

The company are anxious to work on community projects within the local area.
