He tells me that the remaining cobbles around Dimond Street crossroads are going to need full road closure so this will be done after the summer season. I mentioned that the many gullies are getting blocked again and his colleague is going to deal with this. You will have noticed that some line markings have been completed.

Police Liaison Wednesday 3 June 2009.

As the PDTC Rep at the Forum I thought I would highlight the recent priorities. You will also know from the “Telegraph” that there have been significant arrests relating to drug matters.

1. Thefts from vehicles in the Pennar area.    This has become a serious ongoing issue with the theft of property from unlocked vehicles continuing.   In fact on Tuesday evening 2 June there were three thefts from Pennar Point and two from Military Road area.   House to house enquiries are being made and residents are being reminded to lock their vehicles if they are left unattended.  By being unlocked to alarm system is not being activated, giving the perpetrators more time to rummage through the vehicles.

2. Speeding along Hawkestone Road.   This was addressed at different times of the day throughout the month.  The police confirm that although vehicles appear to be driven fast, the average speed of vehicles is 22-25mph.  The fastest car through the area was clocked at 33mph.

3. Anti-Social Behaviour on Bush Estate.     The two ringleaders have been identified and their families have been called into the Police Station to be warned about the behaviour of the family members.  They have been told that they face eviction if this anti-social behaviour persists.  This warning has been received positively.
Other Issues

A number of Fixed Penalties for speeding have been issued on High Street and parking problems have been addressed in the Milton Terrace area with about a dozen parking tickets issued.

There was a long discussion about the problem of ferry lorries parking all over the Town and demands for there to be a properly designated lorry park in the Dockyard were raised.  It was explained to the meeting that the three principals, namely, Milford Haven Port Authority, the County Council and Nolan’s Transport could not agree about costs etc.   The meeting was also told that the County Council was not prepared to release land on which to build a lorry park.   It was agreed that the Police would seek to raise the issue with the County Council and the other interested parties.

Problems with young people, some as young as 13, drinking in the Memorial Park and smashing bottles around the children’s play area was raised.   In addition, there has been some vandalism to the new fencing put up around the tennis courts.

The Police announced that there was now a new telephone number by which persons can contact them for all non-urgent matters.  Instead of the old 0845 number just ring 101 and you will be put through to the Police Control Room.

There was also some discussion about the flashing 30mph signs being situated only on Waterloo.   The consensus was that regardless of the County Council view Military Road could well be an appropriate site for such a sign.
