  Chieftain Tank

In the near future the Chieftain tank, currently on display in Western Way car park, will be moved to a new home by the army.     Being displayed in the open for a number of years the weather and salty atmosphere has corroded the tank to such an extent that it is now in a dangerous condition and will cost the Town in excess of £10,000 to repair.   A figure which the Town Council considers is too high a price to be placed on the tax payers of Pembroke Dock; so we have agreed, with considerable reluctance, to give the tank back to the Army.

It is intended to ask that a notice be put on the tank, once it has been repaired and placed on display, saying words to the effect that it has been given to the Army by the people of Pembroke Dock.   At the time of writing it is likely to go to Castlemartin.

Vandalism and Anti-Social Behaviour within the Town

Sadly, in the last few months there has been a rise in the number of incidents of what can be termed Anti-Social Behaviour and an associated increase in the reports of vandalism and damage being caused to property within the Town.     This has been particularly in Albion Square and on the play area at the back of Cromwell Street and Trinity Road.

Needless to say this sort of activity is of concern to the vast majority of the residents of this Town and has been raised at the Police Forum, which is open to the public and meets at 7.00pm, the first Wednesday in the month, at St John’s Community Hall.     Everyone with concerns about the policing of our town is welcome to attend.

Among other issues discussed on a regular basis are the very real problems of parking, including  residents parking spaces, which is often abused by non-permit holders ; also the problems of speeding along various roads within the Town. We would urge everyone to be good neighbours and considerate to others and not abuse arrangements in place. Remember - the Town was not built for all these cars – its started in the days of pony and trap !

All three of us love this Town and are saddened that the overall shabbiness in places does not reflect the Pride we feel.

We are all concerned about how dirty and untidy much of the Town Centre appears to be. Just imagine how better it would look with new coats of paint and less litter.
